BRIDGEND COUNTY BOROUGH COUNCIL

The County Borough Council of Bridgend gives notice in accordance with Section 28(1)(b) of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 and the Education (School Organisation Proposals)(Wales) Regulations 1999 (SI 1999/1671) as amended by the Education (School Organisation Proposals)(Wales)(Amendment) Regulations 2004 No.908 (W91) that having consulted such persons as appeared to them to be appropriate, proposes:-

To make a prescribed alteration to the premises of Bryntirion Comprehensive School, Merlin Crescent, Cefn Glas, Bridgend in the County Borough of Bridgend by providing additional teaching accommodation in the form of a permanent extension to the existing science block.  The additional accommodation will increase the overall capacity of the school from 1169 places to 1230 places. The school currently has 1055 pupils on roll. It is proposed to implement the proposal at the beginning of the Autumn Term 2010. 
When the proposal is implemented, the number of pupils intended to be admitted to the school in the relevant age group (age 11/12) will be 210.   

The proposed arrangements for transport of pupils to the Bryntirion Comprehensive School are in accordance with the Bridgend County Borough Council’s School Transport Policy.  

The admission authority for Bryntirion Comprehensive School is Bridgend County Borough Council.

Paragraph 7(1) – (2) of Schedule 6 of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 provides that within a period of two months after the date of publication of this proposal, that is to say by 15/07/2009, any person may object to the proposal. Objections should be sent to the Corporate Director – Children, at Bridgend County Borough Council, Sunnyside, Bridgend, CF31 4AR.

Within one month from the end of the objection period, Bridgend County Borough Council will send to the National Assembly for Wales copies of all objections made (and not withdrawn in writing) within the objection period, together with the Authority’s observations on them.

The proposal will (unless withdrawn) require the approval of the National Assembly for Wales if:
a) within two months after a copy of it is sent to the Assembly it gives notice that they require such approval ; or

b) objections have been made within the objection period and have not been withdrawn during that period.

Where the proposal does not require such approval, the Bridgend County Borough Council will decide whether to implement it.
