1 Site Description

The 1 acre site is located on Porthcawl waterfront immediately adjacent to the harbour and less than a 5 minute walk from the town centre. On its western and southern boundaries it is protected by a high stone wall that forms part of the coastal defences and promenade. Access is from the north eastern corner of the site, where it links via the Eastern Promenade with Coney Beach, Sandy Bay and Trecco Bay Caravan Park, which is one of the largest facilities of its kind in Europe.  

The site is currently used as public open space and has a number of benches that will remain in situ through the license period. The site is located within the Porthcawl Conservation Area and has a number of listed buildings in the immediate area:

· The Jennings Warehouse

· Walls of the outer basin and west pier/quay

· Old Custom House

· The Lookout Tower

· The Breakwater

· The Lighthouse


An access road runs parallel with the eastern side of the site, which is used by the Harbour Boating Club, the RNLI and others. The lifeboat station is located immediately adjacent to the site at the southern end of the access road. The road has a lockable barrier at its entrance at the northern end of the site.      

A site plan is appended to this document.
2 Terms of Offer

The whole of the site is being offered on a pilot basis and will be limited to any 28 days of occupancy within the period 25th July to 31st October 2009, excluding 28th, 29th and 30th August. The potential start date will be subject to formal agreement of the terms. Bidders will need to include in their submissions an indication of the proposed dates of occupancy of the site. This offer will be subject of a commercial charge to Bridgend County Borough Council in the form of a lump sum.  
The bidder will need to have confirmed with both the Local Planning Authority and the Licensing & Registration Section of Bridgend County Borough Council that consent is not required under either for the proposal subject of the bid. Confirmation of this will be required within the bid submission.  Proposals that require either planning permission or a street trading license will not be considered. 
3 Objectives

The overriding objective of the proposal is to contribute to the leisure and tourism offer for visitors to the town. It is intended that this will add to existing facilities, rather than result in any displacement, and bidders will be expected to consider this in putting forward their proposals.

5 Bidding Information
5.1
Bidders will be required within their bids to include details on:

5.1.1
The particulars of the proposal, including any equipment or facilities proposed, and installation / set-up arrangements.

5.1.2
How the proposal will contribute to the objectives stated in section 3 of this document.

5.1.3 The management of the site during occupation, including assessment and mitigation of any risk (such as securing of any lightweight/inflatable equipment, taking into account the need to avoid planning consent).
5.1.4 General operational arrangements, including the period of operation during the day and any variations for weekday / weekend use.

5.1.5 The pricing schedule for any on-site services and facilities.
5.1.6 Arrangements that will be put in place for site security, including overnight. 
5.1.7 The leisure operator/company, and any other subsidiary operator/company, that will occupy the site at any time during the 28 day licence period.

5.1.8 Any comparable schemes or facilities operated elsewhere by the main and any subsidiary operator or provider.   
5.1.9 The proposed dates of site occupancy / usage – indicative only.

The bid must include confirmation of the lump sum offer.

5.3
Bidders will be required to confirm within their submission that they have appropriate insurance (including events insurance as necessary), public liability, health and safety policies/statements, and any licenses (other than street trading) necessary for their proposals. Any other operator or occupier of the site, or supplier of equipment used on site, must also comply with these requirements where they are not covered by the main licensee – confirmation of this will be required within the bid. Evidence of the above may be requested prior to the license for the 28 days being approved.

No sale of goods on site will be permitted as part of the proposal.  
5.5
Uninterrupted vehicular access via the gated road to the harbour and RNLI building must be maintained at all times. Any requirement by bidders to use this access for whatever purpose (e.g. set up, delivery, clearance) must be discussed with and agreed by Aubrey Green, Group Manager for Highways in Bridgend County Borough Council through the following contact details:
