1. To appoint a Chair for 2007/2008

Cllr Tony Berrow was appointed Chairperson for 2007/2008.

2. To appoint a Vice Chair for 2007/2008


Mr H Daniel was appointed Vice Chairperson for 2007/2008.
3. Apologies for Absence

Apologies were received from Mr D Wood.   Also absent were Mrs G Bradford, Cllr D Gregory, Mrs D Smith and Mrs N White.  The clerk also notified the association that Mrs C Joy and Mrs L Lewis had sent letters in resigning from the association. 
4. Minutes of Meeting held on 12 June 2007

The minutes of the meeting that took place on 12 June 2007 were confirmed as a true record.  
Matters arising from the minutes were:

The £300,000.00 overspend is partly to do with there being more 3 year olds and the grant from WAG has not been inflated.  WAG funding is only based on funding for part time 3 to 4 year olds.  The council are looking to review their policies for 3 and 4 year olds and this means that they may have to review the amount of children going into part time education.

5. Budget 2007/2008
The Director told governors that Bridgend have moved up the league tables in terms of funding and we have now gone up one place from the bottom of the table.  Bridgend’s IBA spending rate is 99.1% and the average is 99.4%.
WAG have arranged for a Scottish professor to look at school funding, the professor has now produced a report known as the “Bramley Report” which is not yet in the public domain but one of the things to be recognised from the report is that there needs to be more funding recognising “deprivation and poverty”

6. Update on Developments in BCBC
The Council are consulting on developing a Children’s Services Directorate in the next couple of weeks.  The members were due to meet in the next week to discuss the proposed changes.
7. Outcome of the Bridgend Governors Association Questionnaire

Ken Maund presented the report and findings of the questionnaire to the governors 
(please see attached summary sheet).

It was agreed that the survey would be sent out to all governors so that they will be made 
aware of the outcome of the questionnaire and also a flyer to be attached inviting them to 
an open meeting on 19 November 2007 at 6pm to be held in one of the 
Ynysawdre/Ogmore schools (clerk to arrange).  


It was agreed that Ken would arrange a presentation to any interested governors and 
Mike Barker from Governors Wales would attend to give further information about other 
associations in Wales.  


The clerk agreed to liaise with Ken Maund to send out information to governors 
regarding the open meeting.
8. Governors Wales
Mike Barker started off by asking governors if they had received the new Governors Wales pack that was in the process of being distributed to schools.  There is also a CD rom included so when new information becomes available they will update the CD and website so that governors can update their packs.  
There is also a memorandum of agreement that has been sent out to each LEA which puts into context what Governors Wales will provide to each LEA for the price of the subscription that gets paid out every year.
Mrs Janice Jones who is the Development Officer for North Wales has resigned and they are looking to replace her.

Governor’s Wales are also reviewing their constitution and all governors will be notified in due course of any changes.

9. A.O.B.
The clerk reminded governors that there is a governors conference which the 4 LEA’s have arranged which is being held in the ESIS building on 13 October 2007.
The Director notified the association that due to the re-organisation of the directorates she will not be able to attend every meeting of the association but if she cannot attend there will be a representative from the LEA in her place.

It was agreed that there would be an open meeting to recruit new governors which will be held on 19 November 2007 at 6pm.  Venue to be arranged with the clerk.
